	Business Gateway August 28, 2007 Governance Board Synopsis


· Franklyn Matthews of the Business Gateway Program Management Office (PMO) welcomed everyone to the August Governance Board meeting and conducted the roll-call.
· Christine Liu, SBA CIO, chaired the meeting on behalf of the SBA Deputy Administrator and highlighted the many accomplishments of the Business Gateway Initiative from FY 2007.
· Ms. Liu also shared with the group an update regarding the SBA FY 2009 budget submission.  As promised by the SBA Deputy Administrator, the Business Gateway PMO and the SBA leadership would make every effort to fully fund the Business Gateway in FY 2009.  Ms. Liu informed the group that the efforts and accomplishments of the Business Gateway PMO and its governance structure have resulted in SBA submitting their FY 2009 budget that includes $3.2 million to fund Business Gateway.
· Nancy Sternberg, Business Gateway Program Manager facilitated the section of the meeting on program status that included the following key items:

· Demonstration of the latest updates contained in the July release of Business.gov.  The primary focuses of the demonstration were the ‘Featured Topics’ and ‘Permit Me’ functionality.  

· With the assistance of Wendy Liberante, OMB Government to Business Portfolio Manager, Ms. Sternberg provided the group with an update regarding the Single Source Coal Reporting System and the actions that the Business Gateway PMO is taking to develop and promote data harmonization efforts to minimize regulatory and information collection burden on businesses.
· The fifteen Governance Board members in attendance voted unanimously to approve the submission of the FY 2009 Exhibit 300 for Business Gateway to OMB.  Several other affirmative votes were received following the meeting via e-mail, bringing to the total number of positive votes to 19 of the 22 members of the Governance Board.
